
The Attributes of God 
God is Supreme…God is Glorious 

 
 
Communicable attributes of God are those that we can share with God, albeit imperfectly. 
Incommunicable attributes of God are those that we can never share with God, not even imperfectly. 
 

God’s supremacy is one of the ways that He is different than us. 
 

God is supreme and you are not. 
 
A mistake that the Old Testament people of God made was to view Him as if He were just like them: 
The tendency of the human will, is to reduce God and not magnify Him.  
 

“You thought I was altogether like you.” Ps 50:21 
 
This is how disciples are made. A disciple is someone who is following Jesus, being changed by Jesus 
and embraces the mission of Jesus. In order to embrace all of that, you need to see God and His Son Jesus 
as having THE most exalted place in your life.  
 
Let’s take a quick run through Scripture. If you like Bible study tools, you might know about Bible 
Gateway. Just type in the word exalt and see what you get. 
 
Moses said God is highly exalted. Ex 15:1 
David exalted God in prayer 1 Chr 29:11 
Isaiah sees God as high and exalted in Is 6. 
Ps 57:5,11 and 108:5 Be exalted, O God, above the heavens; let your glory be over all the earth.  
Ps 113: 4-6 The Lord is high above all nations, and his glory above the heavens! Who is like the Lord our 
God, who is seated on high, who looks far down on the heavens and the earth?  
 
This is what it means for God to exist in supremacy: 
 
The greatest wisdom in the world comes from God. 
The greatest strength in the world is found in God. 
The greatest power in the world resides within God. 
The greatest honor in the world goes to God. 
 
There is no one and no thing that is above God. 
Therefore, there should be no one and no thing that carries a higher priority or a deeper pursuit or a 
stronger passion for the Christian than to know this God and to serve Him somehow. 
 
The example of the Apostle Paul in Phil 3:7-10 
 
I counted as loss…for the sake of Christ. (Purpose) 
I count everything as a loss… because of the surpassing worth of knowing Jesus Christ. 
I count them as rubbish in order that I may gain Christ. 
 
There are two obstacles to your embrace of the supremacy of God. Pain and pleasure. 
Paul gave up the pleasure of his old life and received some pain in his Christian life because Jesus was 
worth all of that to him.
